surgeries and trealment at the base

hespital or their doorstep for people with cataract
biindness. Many elders who had lost their sight either
partially or completely due to cataract are able to see
again because of NSPB-India. Eye Canips were held al
various places to provide the “Gift of Signt” to the needy.

Few of the major Eye Camps are listed:

Eye Camp at Raison Eye Hospital, May & September
2006

The suceess of the previous eye camps was very much
evident with the response on the very first day at the

camp. Qver 1140 palients were examined in the ouldoor
for various eye ailments, given free medicines and those
requiring surgical services were admitted. Amongst the
Ppalients were a child 6 months old and a lady 100 years
old I There was an elderly man hailing
from a remote viliage who had walked
for 2 days to reach the Eye Camp. 251
patients were operated upon. Of these
223 patients underwent cataract surgery
with 1OL implantation and 9 cases were
operated upon for Pterygium. All
patients had an uneventful stay al the
hespital and all the cperations were
successful, The September was unique
keeping in view that prior to the main
eye camp al Raison lwo screening
camps were held at Urla, and Mata
Hanogi Devi Temple in District Mandi (HP). Qver 950
patients were examined in the outdoor, given free
medicines and those requiring surgical services were
admitied, This way the reach of the eye care services was
widened to benefit a larger section of the popuiation. OF
these 156 patients underwent surgical treatment and 137
cataract surgery with 10L implantation and 7 cases were
operated upon for Plerygium. AN patients had an
uneventful stay at the hospital and all the operations were
successiul.

Weekly Programs, Raison Eye
Hospital, Dist. Kullu (HP)

uring the year in review a Woeekly Program was
started at Raison Eye Hospital, Raison, Dist.
Kullu (HP) to provide more regular services at
the hospital. The program was started as a self-
sustaining program. The response to the effort was
voluminous and very encouraging. Reasonable charges
were taken from the patients for various services provided.

During these weeks the patienis were provided with low
wvision aid facility as well. It was organised in the months
of July, August, October and November 2006. A total of
872 patients were examined in the OPD and 72 major

operalions were undertaken besides 64 refractions and
other miner procedures. The program gave a surplus that
has been used to renovate and up-grade the hospital.
